Judy Appleby Fahler is a Safety Advocate and a Spokeswoman to many area schools. MAKUS is dedicated to promoting good driving habits and saving lives of other teens around the state and nation.  

In the past, MAKUS has used the proceeds from the golf tournament to:


1. Help pay for all Hamilton County Schools to have “Alive at 25” driver’s education workbooks.

2. Fund billboards showing Michael and stating the MAKUS motto of “I didn’t. You can. Buckle up!”
3. Supply all Hamilton County Schools and many private schools with a poster sized replica of the MAKUS billboard. 

4. Distribute MAKUS materials to organizations starting their own programs.  The video is located in all Hamilton County high schools and in many other places across the nation.
